Description: Displays multi-year historical trends for Applications, Admissions, Enrollment,
and New Enrollment. Data may filtered by admit type, residency, college, department, and
program. Multiple years (up to 10 prior years) may be selected to display.

Accessing the Report: Log into My UNIverse, select the Reporting tab. Click the Data
Warehouse Reports link. On the DDDH Home tab, click the Historical Trends by
Department/Major link in the Reports pagelet.
